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Postorod Proviswon Questions & Ansuers (Part 1)

Q: We were always taught that married men could not be ordained Catholic priests. How is it possible to have a
married Catholic priest in the Diocese of Orange?

A: Celibacy is a discipline of the Catholic Church practiced universally in the West. Although it is highly valued, Pope St. Paul VI stated
that celibacy “is not, of course, required by the nature of the priesthood itself. This is clear from the practice of the early Church and the
traditions of the Eastern Rite Churches.” Much has been said about practical reasons for celibacy, such as giving the parish priest more
time to dedicate to the people of God. Pope St Paul VI writes: “In a similar way, by a daily dying to himself and by giving up the
legitimate love of a family of his own for the love of Christ and of His kingdom, the priest will find the glory of an exceedingly rich and
fruitful life in Christ, because like Him and In Him, he loves and dedicates himself to all the children of God.” Still, it is not essential to
the priesthood, but it is a radical witness to the reign of Christ in the world. In the West, the Church adopted celibacy as a universal
discipline. The East, however, did not. The Orthodox Churches today, continue to hold that men who are already married can be
ordained to the priesthood, though unmarried priests cannot marry after ordination. In some rare cases, the Latin Rite also allows men
to become priests if they previously served as ministers within specific Protestant denominations prior to their conversion to

Catholicism.

Q: When did the Catholic Church begin this practice of ordaining married clergymen from other churches and
ecclesial communities after they became Catholic?

A: In his 1967 encyclical, “On the Celibacy of the Priest,” Pope St Paul VI called for a study of the circumstances of married ministers of
other churches or ecclesial communities separated from the Catholic Church and of the possibility of admitting those who desire full
communion to the Catholic priesthood to exercise priestly ministry. Pope Pius XII had already granted special permission for some
married Lutheran clergy to be ordained to the Catholic priesthood shortly after World War I1. In a 1980 statement, Pope St John Paul I,
allowed an exception for married Episcopalian clergy to be ordained Catholic priests. This process, known as the “Pastoral Provision,”
was intended to ease the way into full communion with the Catholic Church for Episcopalian clergy. A delegate in the US was estab-
lished to coordinate this process and serve as the link with the Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith, the Vatican office responsible for

overseeing the Pastoral Provision and handling the dispensation process to allow for the ordination of married men to the priesthood.

Q: What is the Ordinariate and how is it different from the Pastoral Provision?

A: The Personal Ordinariate of the Chair of St Peter, also simply known as the Ordinariate, was established on January 1, 2012, by Pope
Benedict XVI. The Ordinariate is separate and distinct from the Pastoral Provision. The Ordinariate oversees individuals, parishes,
priests, and religious communities that wish to use the Book of Divine Worship, an adaptation of the American Book of Common
Prayer. It preserves along with the Book of Divine Worship, Anglican traditions, and customs. Former Protestant ministers who apply to
the Pastoral Provision, desire to be ordained as Roman Catholic priests of the Latin Rite in their local Latin Rite diocese, celebrating the

Latin Rite liturgy.

Q: Does this mean that the Catholic Church will begin ordaining married men on a regular basis?
A: No. The ordination of a married man remains an exception and one that is granted only in specific cases involving men who had

already been called to ministry in another church or Christian denomination and later came into full communion in the Catholic

Church.
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Pastored Provision Questions & Ansusers (Part 2)

Q: Is this practice of married priests common in the United States?

A:In the United States, it is relatively uncommon but notable that over 300 married former Protestant ministers, originating from
Episcopalian, Lutheran, Presbyterian or Methodists backgrounds have transitioned to serve as Catholic priests. These individuals
experienced a calling to join the Catholic Church, underwent a formal process to enter into full communion with their families and
received permission from Rome to be ordained as Catholic priests. They are now active in their priestly ministries throughout the

country.

Q: Has this practice evolved?

A: Yes. Originally, this practice only applied to men who had been Episcopalian/Anglican clergy. It also involved the situation of whole
parishes coming into full communion along with their ministers. They were permitted to use adapted liturgical practices borrowed
from their Episcopalian roots. Over the years, petitions from ministers of other Protestant denominations were considered and

permissions granted.

Q: Why does the Catholic Church ordain them if they were already ministers in their own denominations?
A: The Catholic Church does not recognize the ordinations of Protestant ministers. However, it does recognize the priesthood
ordinations of Eastern Orthodox, Oriental Orthodox, and Assyrian Church of the East priests and the priestly ordinations of the Polish

National Catholic Church.

Q: If these men were trained to be ministers in another denomination, how can we be assured that what they teach and
preach is truly Catholic?

A: Men seeking to be ordained under these provisions undergo a theological evaluation. A team of experts evaluates their knowledge
of seven subjects. Among the areas tested are Ascetical Theology, Canon Law, Church History, Dogmatic Theology, Liturgical and
Sacramental Theology, Moral Theology, and Sacred Scripture. Each candidate is criminal background checked and must pass a
psychiatric evaluation. If married with a family, the marriage and family life must be evidenced as stable and healthy. Based on this, a
prescribed plan of studies is assigned on a case-by-case basis. After the syllabus is completed, the candidate is required to pass all

exams.

Q: Isit up to the diocesan bishop to make the final decision to admit the candidate to Holy Orders?
A: The diocesan bishop is required to present the case to the Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith at the Vatican. A dossier of required
documents is submitted, including a petition for a dispensation from the impediment of marriage that stands in the way of the

ordination to priesthood. The actual dispensation can only be granted by the Holy Father.

Q: Does this mean that the Catholic Church will now allow priests to marry or that priests who left the ministry to marry will
be able to return to priestly ministry?

A: No. The Church has no tradition of allowing someone to marry after ordination. In fact, should one of the married priests become
widowed, he is not permitted to marry again. Also, in keeping with long Tradition, a married priest is not eligible to be ordained a

bishop in Catholic or Orthodox Churches.
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Preguntos y Respuestos Sobre la Dusposicion Postoral (Parte 1)

P: Siempre nos han enseiiado que los hombres casados no pueden ser ordenados sacerdotes catélicos. ;Cémo es
posible tener un sacerdote catélico casado en la Diécesis de Orange?

R: El Celibato es una disciplina de la Iglesia Catdlica practicada universalmente en el Occidente. Aunque es muy valorado, el Papa San
Pablo VI declar6 que el celibato «n0 es, por supuesto, exigido por la naturaleza misma del sacerdocio. Esto se deriva claramente de la
prdctica de la [glesia primitiva y de las tradiciones de las Iglesias de rito oriental». Se ha hablado mucho de las razones practicas del
celibato, como dar al parroco mas tiempo para dedicarse al pueblo de Dios. El Papa San Pablo VI escribe: «De/ mismo modo, muriendo
diariamente a si mismo y renunciando al legitimo amor de una familia propia por amor a Cristo y a su reino, el sacerdote encontrard la
gloria de una vida sumamente rica y fecunda en Cristo, porque como £l 'y en £l ama  y se dedlica a todos los hijos de Dios» Aun asi, no
es esencial para el sacerdocio, pero es un testimonio radical del reino de Cristo en el mundo. En Occidente, la Iglesia adopt6 el celibato
como disciplina universal. Sin embargo, Oriente no lo hizo. Hoy en dia, las Iglesias ortodoxas siguen manteniendo que los hombres
que ya estan casados pueden ser ordenados sacerdotes, aunque los sacerdotes solteros no pueden casarse después de la ordenacion.
En algunos casos excepcionales, el rito latino también permite que los hombres se ordenen como sacerdotes si antes de su conversién

al catolicismo han ejercido como ministros en determinadas denominaciones protestantes.

P: ;Cuando comenzé la Iglesia Catélica esta practica de ordenar sacerdotes casados de otras denominaciones
religiosas y/o comunidades eclesiales después de que se convirtieran al catolicismo?

R: En su enciclica de 1967, «Sobre e/ celibato del presbitero», el Papa San Pablo VI pidi6é que se estudiaran las circunstancias de los
ministros casados de otras iglesias o comunidades eclesiales separadas de la Iglesia catdlica y la posibilidad de admitir al ejercicio del
ministerio sacerdotal a quienes desearan la plena comunién con el sacerdocio catélico. El Papa Pio XIl ya habia concedido un permiso
especial para que algunos clérigos luteranos casados fueran ordenados sacerdotes catélicos poco después de la Segunda Guerra
Mundial. En una declaracion de 1980, el Papa San Juan Pablo II, permitié una excepcién para que el clero episcopaliano casado
pudiera ser ordenado sacerdote catélico. Este proceso, conocido como «Disposicion Pastoral», pretendia facilitar al clero episcopaliano
el camino hacia la plena comunién con la Iglesia catélica. Se estableci6é un delegado en EE.UU. para coordinar este proceso y servir de
enlace con el Dicasterio para la Doctrina de la Fe, la oficina vaticana responsable de supervisar la Disposicion Pastoral y gestionar el

proceso de dispensa para permitir la ordenaci6n sacerdotal de hombres casados.

P: ;Qué es el Ordinariato y en qué se diferencia de la Disposicién Pastoral?

R: El Ordinariato Personal de la Catedra de San Pedro, también conocido simplemente como el Ordinariato, fue establecido el 1 de
enero de 2012 por el Papa Benedicto XVI. El Ordinariato esta separado y es distinto de la Disposicién Pastoral. El Ordinariato supervisa
a los individuos, parroquias, sacerdotes y comunidades religiosas que desean utilizar el Libro del Culto Divino, una adaptacién del
Libro de Oracién Com(n americano. Conserva, junto con el Libro de Culto Divino, las tradiciones y costumbres anglicanas. Los
antiguos ministros protestantes que solicitan la Disposicion Pastoral, desean ser ordenados sacerdotes catélicos romanos de rito latino

en su didcesis local de rito latino, celebrando la liturgia de rito latino.

P: ;Significa esto que la Iglesia catélica empezara a ordenar regularmente a hombres casados?
R: No. La ordenacién de un hombre casado sigue siendo una excepcion que se concede sélo en casos especificos de hombres que ya

habian sido ordenados en otra Iglesia o denominacién cristiana y que mas tarde entraron en plena comunidn con la Iglesia Catélica.
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P: ;Es comiin en Estados Unidos esta practica de los sacerdotes casados?

R: En Estados Unidos, es relativamente infrecuente, pero notable, que mas de 300 ex ministros protestantes casados, de procedencia
episcopaliana, luterana, presbiteriana o metodista, hayan hecho la transicién para servir como sacerdotes catélicos. Estas personas
experimentaron una llamada a unirse a la Iglesia catélica, se sometieron a un proceso formal para entrar en plena comunién con sus
familias y recibieron el permiso de Roma para ser ordenados sacerdotes catdlicos. Ahora ejercen su ministerio sacerdotal en todo el

pais.

P: ;Ha evolucionado esta practica?

R: Si. Originalmente, esta practica sélo se aplicaba a los hombres que habian sido clérigos episcopales/anglicanos. También implicaba
la situacion de parroquias enteras que entraban en la plena comunién junto con sus ministros. Se les permitia utilizar practicas
litrgicas adaptadas tomadas de sus raices episcopales. A lo largo de los afios, se tuvieron en cuenta las peticiones de ministros de

otras confesiones protestantesy se concedieron los permisos.

P: ;Por qué los ordena la Iglesia Catélica si ya eran ministros en sus propias confesiones?
R: La Iglesia Catélica no reconoce las ordenaciones de ministros protestantes. Sin embargo, si reconoce las ordenaciones sacerdotales
de sacerdotes ortodoxos, ortodoxos orientales y de la Iglesia Asiria de Oriente, asi como las ordenaciones sacerdotales de la Iglesia

Nacional Catélica Polaca.

P: Si estos hombres fueron formados para ser ministros en otra denominacion, ;como podemos estar seguros de que lo que
ensefian y predican es verdaderamente catélico?

R: Los hombres que desean ser ordenados segtin estas disposiciones se someten a una evaluacién teolégica. Un equipo de expertos
eval(ia sus conocimientos en siete materias. Entre las dreas examinadas estan Teologia Ascética, Derecho Canénico, Historia de la
Iglesia, Teologia Dogmatica, Teologia Littrgica y Sacramental, Teologia Moral y Sagrada Escritura. Cada candidato es sometido a un
control de antecedentes penales 'y debe superar una evaluacién psiquiatrica. Si estd casado y tiene familia, debe demostrar que su
matrimonio y su vida familiar son estables y saludables. En funcién de esto, se asigna un plan de estudios prescrito caso por caso. Una

vez completado el plan de estudios, el candidato debe aprobar todos los exdmenes.

P: ;Corresponde al obispo diocesano tomar la decisién final de admitir al candidato a las Sagradas Ordenes?
R: El obispo diocesano debe presentar el caso al Dicasterio para la Doctrina de la Fe en el Vaticano. Se presenta un expediente con los
documentos necesarios, incluida una peticién de dispensa del impedimento matrimonial que obstaculiza la ordenacién sacerdotal. La

dispensa propiamente dicha sélo puede ser concedida por el Santo Padre.

P: ;Significa esto que la Iglesia Catélica permitira ahora que los sacerdotes se casen o que los sacerdotes que abandonaron el
ministerio para casarse podran volver al ministerio sacerdotal?

R: No. La Iglesia no tiene tradicién de permitir que alguien se case después de la ordenacion. De hecho, si uno de los sacerdotes
casados enviuda, no se le permite casarse de nuevo. Ademds, de acuerdo con una larga Tradicion, un sacerdote casado no puede ser

ordenado obispo en las Iglesias catélica u ortodoxa.
